What Happens if I Have To Drop Out? 

 Prior to the first class meeting, a full refund of tuition will be given.  After the first class meeting, and prior to the second class 
meeting, a refund of 80% will be given.  After the second class meeting, there will be no refunds.

J. R.  Martinez 

 

In March 2003, J.R. Martinez found himself sitting in the driver’s seat of a burning Humvee in Karbala, Iraq. It could have 

been the end of a young man’s journey in this life. Instead, Martinez lived and found a new mission in life – to bring his   

message of survival and inspiration to those around the world. 

Martinez, who was burned over 40 percent of his body, has become a shining star in spite of his  disfiguring scars. He has 

starred on the daytime drama “All My Children” and won the “Dancing With The Stars” competition on ABC television. 

Martinez was much like any other young man with aspirations to become something more than just another kid from Georgia. 

He spent much of his youth growing up in Hope, Ark., but moved to Dalton, Ga., as a 17 year old. During his senior year he 

played strong safety for Dalton High School, helping lead the Catamounts to the state championship game. His hope was to 

eventually play professional football but an injury ended that dream. 

In 2002, Martinez decided he would join the Army and underwent basic and advanced training at Fort Benning, Ga. After 

gaining skills as an 11-B infantryman, he reported to Fort Campbell, Ky., in  January 2003. He was assigned to the 2nd       

Battalion, 502nd Infantry Regiment of the 101st Airborne  Division.  On April 5, less than a month into his deployment,     

Martinez was driving a Humvee near Karbala, Iraq when his left front tire hit a landmine. Three other soldiers were ejected 

but  Martinez was trapped inside the burning vehicle. He survived but suffered smoke inhalation and burns over 40 percent of 

his body. 

The next 34 months of his life would be hell. After being evacuated from Iraq to Landstuhl, Germany for immediate medical 

care, Martinez was moved to the Brooke Army Medical Center in San Antonio. It was there that over the next nearly three 

years he would undergo 33 surgeries, some of which included skin grafts and cosmetic procedures. 

While dealing with the difficulties of his own recovery, Martinez was approached by a nurse. She asked him to speak to a 

fellow burn patient who had become withdrawn after seeing his own injuries for the first time. About 45 minutes later, the 

patient opened a curtain to let the light into the room. 

Martinez had found his calling.  Since that time, Martinez has become a highly sought-after motivational speaker. His       

message is one of finding the true value in making the most of every situation.  True to that point, he claims that the pivotal 

moment in Iraq actually changed his life for the better. 

“I discovered it is what is inside a person that matters most and I wouldn’t change anything, absolutely anything,” he said. “I 

do believe everything happens for a reason and I’m extremely grateful for that day because it led me into this life.”
